Ashfield Infant School
Policy for Collective Worship

At Ashfield Infant and Nursery School we will provide opportunities for the whole school community to participate in an act of collective worship which will reflect the overall aims and ethos of the school to contribute to every child’s spiritual, social, moral and cultural development. 
Aims
Within its acts of collective worship the school aims to: 
 develop a sense of community spirit 
share and explore beliefs 
 participate in and experience shared values 
 share in experiences that enable the children to reflect, respond, show reverence and provide opportunities for worship 
 develop the children’s awareness of the United Nations Convention of the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) 
· To enable pupils to feel involved in school worship, to celebrate / reflect on events, talents and achievements.

Legal requirements 
Worship is required by law. It is not the same as an assembly but it may form part of an assembly. In accordance with the 1988 Education Reform Act the school’s act of collective worship will provide content that is mainly of a broadly Christian based character, appropriate to children’s ages, aptitudes and family backgrounds; being, at all times, of a non-denominational nature.
Parental rights:
Parents may withdraw their children from collective worship if they so wish and will be asked to put their request in writing to the Head teacher. Responsibility for the supervision of those pupils remains with the school.
Collective worship at AINS 
Themes for each half term will be set out for teacher-led contributions to collective worship. Planning for all collective worship will ensure that a variety of presentation themes and methods are explored.
Collective worship will be seen as an integral part of the school day when children can experience, celebrate and participate with a sense of community. The daily act of collective worship will take place in the classroom or the school hall. The Foundation Stage children will have a gradual integration into whole school assemblies, throughout the Autumn term.


Collective worship themes may include:
· Religious stories and festivals
· Visitors from of school, for example the vicar from the local church or a PCSO
· Celebration of talents and achievements
· Special events such as Remembrance day or Children in Need 
· PSHE and SEMH themes 
· Our core values/School ethos 
Delivery of collective worship may include:
· Stories
· Songs
· Artefacts and images
· Music 
· Poetry
· Picture or images
· Visitors 
· Presentations 
· Sharing of work
· Circle times 
· Parents invited into school to share special festivals e.g. easter
